Bill 24-17, Land Use Information — Burial Sites, sponsored by Lead Sponsors
Councilmember Rice, Council President Berliner and Councilmember Leventhal, is scheduled to
be introduced on June 27. A public hearing will be scheduled at a later date.

Bill 24-17 would require the Planning Board to establish and maintain an inventory of
burial sites in the County. Subdivision Regulation 17-01 would require burial sites identified in
the inventory to be respected in the subdivision approval process.

In this subsection, a burial site means a physical location where

human remains were buried in the earth, or entombed in a

mausoleum or columbarium. A burial site includes a cemetery, but

does not include the sprinkling of ashes from cremated remains.

The Planning Board must maintain, and revise as appropriate, an

inventory of burial sites located in the County. The inventory

must:

(A) include each burial site located in an area of the County

where the Planning Board is authorized to approve a

subdivision;

(B) include a map and a description of each burial site including

ownership information when available:

(C) be made available to the public electronically; and
(D) beupdated annually.
